[bookmark: _GoBack]Presentation: Matt Stegall - Matt spoke as a representative of Richmond Columbian Properties, which is a 501 C3 not-for-profit organization that owns the 1885 William G. Scott House. It is located at 204 N 10th Street in the Starr National Register Historic District.  Columbian Properties’ mission is to promote education and advocacy for neighborhood and community reinvestment.  

Columbian Properties is applying for a DHPA grant for various external repairs, including a new roofing system.  All construction will follow Secretary of State Standards for historic architecture.  Matt asked for the support of the Commission for this application.  The Commission was very favorable to the project and was interested in learning more information at the August meeting.  

City Staff: RuskinARC Demonstration - Tyler Teresa, an intern with Earlham College, presented a new online tool for historic properties in Richmond.  This site maps 50 “Outstanding” properties located within National Register Districts.  There are also pictures and architectural information attached to each property.
