Minutes for Richmond Environmental Sustainability Commission Meeting  3/18/15
Members present: Dave Brown, Scott Hess, Melanie Lennon, Ashley Shultz, and community members Elijah Welch and Joe Hellrung.
The Meeting began at 8:30 am.
We began by trying to sort out Commission membership.  Dave Brown found a signed version of the Commission ordinance which states that up to three members of the Commission may live outside of the City of Richmond.  Of current members, Darryl Decker and Ashley Schultz currently lived outside the city.  We may at some future date want to recommend to Council that the Commission wording be amended, to “with at least half living within the city,” to allow more flexibility with Commission membership, since a significant number of people work within Richmond but lived outside.  
We agreed that we would suggest to the Mayor and City Council the official appointment of Joe Hellrung, Kevin McCurdy, Yelitza Garcia to the Commission.  Elijah will continue to attend as a community member.  We deferred electing Commission officers to next month, when we will hopefully be up to full membership as a Commission (for the first time ever).  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The project to install a needle drop box at the Richmond Police Department and allow for increased medication disposal is currently still in review. The project includes publication of pamphlets that will inform residents of the proper methods, location and times for disposal.  Joe Hellrung’s student volunteer, Katelyn Doyle, has provided a pamphlet layout and information for the project.  The pamphlet will need to be reviewed by the police department and, possibly, the Wayne County Health Department to ensure information is accurate before being printed. Melanie Lennon will work with Eric Coulter, the Wayne County Health Office, to coordinate the Wayne County Health Department review. Following printing, we will need to determine a way to disseminate the pamphlets to local doctors, hospitals, and clinics.  Melanie Lennon, HSE Manager at Johns Manville, is working to secure the funding for this project.
Dave Brown updated us on a few things.  Recycling has increased 25% over the past three years (not 20%, as he had previously thought).  Dave recently met with LouAnne Holeva, Conservation Education Coordinator for Wayne County, to coordinate education outreach efforts.  Richmond Council has approved the grant proposal for recycling containers from Coca Cola’s National Recycling Coalition; the grant has been submitted, though we do not yet know if it will be funded.
At our meeting next month, in addition to electing Commission officers, we will take up the issue of how we set our priorities and what issues we will work on going forward.  We should also talk again about the meeting date and time schedule, to make sure it is optimal.
