Jill Nelson called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

Approve Minutes – The March minutes were reviewed.   Chera LaForge Moved.  Seconded by Ron Hughes to adopt the March minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

BUSINESS

Vice-Chairperson Elections - Jill announced Michael Thuman left Richmond for employment in northern Indiana.  Michael was an active member of the commission and served as Vice-Chair for several years.  His hard work is much appreciated.  Phillip Krauss will fill the position for the remainder of its term.  

Ron Hughes volunteered to serve as Vice-Chair for the remainder of 2015.  Chera LaForge Moved. Seconded by Beth Lunsford to nominate Ron to Vice-Chair. Motion passed unanimously. 

Historic Preservation Facebook Page - The commission expressed interest in furthering its online presence.  The website is up-to-date at this point.  Staff will create a Facebook and Twitter account.  All commission members will have access to the accounts and are encouraged to post often.  Settings will be limited so the public can see and comment on posts, but not create original posts.  

Educational Venues: Partnership with UEA - The UEA will be hosting a series of themed-workshops for 2015 and is interested in partnering with the commission.  Beth Lunsford Moved. Seconded by Ron Hughes to collaborate with UEA. Motion passed unanimously.

Chera will bring an IU East intern to the May 30th workshop.  Ron suggested Habitat for Humanity may be interested in participating in the workshops, or receiving the finished products.  

Presentation: Mr. Scott Bartel - A few years back, a group of volunteers on the commission salvaged items from four properties owned by the City, which were scheduled for demolition.  The items are mostly decorative, including tiles, faucets, mantels, and trim.  An inventory list of these items was created, but it is currently missing.  The items were stored in a local Richmond home, but need to be moved.  Approximately 300 square feet of storage is needed for the items.  

Tony Foster, staff, stated the waiver for this salvage activity only protected the rights and safety of the commissioners.  The waiver did not set a plan for the end use of the items.
