Minutes for Richmond Environmental Sustainability Commission Meeting  6/12/13
The Meeting began at 4:08 pm

Alison Zajdel led the meeting (as Vice-Chairperson) because Stephanie Hays-Mussoni (Chairperson) was unable to attend.
Our main business today was to process the results of the Environmental Summit meeting, this past Friday, June 7th, and begin moving forward.
We began by going through the notes from the Summit.  Two main focus areas emerged from the Summit as our next focus for the coming year: Recycling, and Communication (i.e. communicating environmental and sustainability issues to the public).
For Communications, initiatives include:
· push for ongoing series of articles in Palladium Item, themed to environment (through Louise Ronald and Mickey Johnson); perhaps in insert form
· developed Richmond Environment and Sustainability Commission website, hosted on Richmond city website
· possibility of stuffing Sanitation Dept. bill envelopes with informational flyers
· useful to work with realtors to get out information to residences; we will put together a specific list of realtors with whom we can work
· get out press release about the Summit; Allison will set up meeting between Scott Hess (who will draft the release) and Louise Ronald, to discuss what will be most useful in press releases from our group
For Recycling, our plan moving forward includes:
· put together Recycling Summit, that brings together key stakeholders, representatives from various sectors, and those with important information, to generate specific initiatives, synergies, and working groups 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Valerie Shaffer would like to be involved on the business side, with her comprehensive small business list
· should we find a “champion” to move forward, or coordinate ourselves?
· people/ groups to bring together in a Summit: local government, including Dave Brown (in charge of recycling for Richmond Sanitation Dept.), Bestway (does recycling for Wayne County and has many recycling dumpsters in town), EDC, Chamber of Commerce, etc.; private recycling businesses such as Recycling Center, Perpetual Recycling, #1 Polymers Source, Rosa’s Office Products, Goodwill, etc.; large institutions such as Earlham, Wayne County Schools, IU East, Ivy Tech, Reid Hospital; representative(s) from faith community; perhaps representative businesses in various local sector or areas (such as Depot District).

Other, possible future initiatives that came out of the Summit include:
· branding “Environment and Sustainability” for Richmond, perhaps including some sort of membership program with which businesses or groups could become affiliated, with signs or stickers
· more sidewalk space
We will continue to collect a list of issues (including those generated by the various groups at the Summit) for our possible future agenda.
Our next Commission meeting will focus on strategies for moving forward toward the Recycling Summit (to take place hopefully in Sept. or Oct. of this year).
