BUSINESS

Approve Minutes – The February minutes were reviewed.   Michael Thuman Moved.  Seconded by Lynn Johnstone to adopt the February minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

UPDATE: Top 15 endangered properties - Rhonda Irvine announced Wayne Bank has accepted an offer on 2015 E Main St.  

UPDATE: Indiana State Historical Marker Program - The Commission brainstormed possible topic ideas for the Richmond High School marker application, including the RAM, first middle school orchestra and Will Earhart.  Lynn Johnstone moved.  Seconded by Michael Thuman to submit an application with a combination of these elements, focusing on RHS’s emphasis on the arts in education.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Blight Elimination Program: 228 South 8th St - City Staff presented information on the BEP applicant.  This property will replace another that has dropped out of Round One of the program. Commission members noted most of the historic significance of the house was been remodeled, leaving no character or architectural impact to the surrounding area.  Ron Hughes moved.  Seconded by Lynn Johnstone to allow 228 S 8th St into the BEP program.  Motion passed unanimously.

Serendipity:
	- YMCA Tax Credit project was approve last week by IHCDA.  Construction will begin 2016.
	- Ball State University students met with Lynn Johnstone and others from the City to 	conduct a study on North Richmond neighborhood and the potential Scholar House at the	Townsend Community Center.
	- Tony Foster announced the railroad has sent in a revised purchase agreement for the Little 	Depot.  The City will look to purchase the building in 45-60 days.  Tony suggested the 	Commission start moving forward in a single-site designation for the building.
