Minutes for Richmond Environmental Sustainability Commission Meeting  9/18/13
The Meeting began at 8:07 am
Members present: Darryl Decker, Stephanie Hays-Mussoni, Scott Hess, Ron Oler, Alison Zajdel, Scott Zimmerman.  Other community members present: Elijah Welch, Kumar Jensen.
We began the meeting by amending the Rules of Procedure Article 2: Meetings Section 1 to read: “This commission shall hold regular meetings no less than six (6) times per calendar year. Public notice will be given regarding time and location of the meeting.”
We then reviewed the summer Environmental Summit and taking stock of upcoming plans and initiatives, especially the proposed Recycling Summit as a follow-up to our summer event.
Louise Ronald at the Palladium-Item expressed willingness (when Scott Hess met with her) to be helpful as a liaison for us there, to make sure our press releases get to the proper people.  Her specific area is business news, and she seemed enthusiastic to explore synergies between business and environment.
We discussed business recycling logistics, and who we should make sure to invite to the Environmental Summit.   We hope to bring representatives from the Sanitary District together with a range of local businesses; it doesn’t seem useful to bring in local recycling companies at this time.
We will plan for an 8-10 am meeting on Friday, Nov, 15th.  It will be open to any businesses in the city interested in recycling.  We hope to reserve the Innovations Center (with space at Earlham College as a possible back-up plan), and provide breakfast.  Before we schedule the date officially, we will make sure some of the key players, both in the city and local recycling businesses, can attend.
Stephanie will contact the Innovations Center and Richmond Sanitary District.  Allison will contact some of the local recycling businesses.
Once we have the date, we will invite businesses from our summit; publish a call-out through the Palladium-Item; and contact businesses through EDC and the Chamber of Commerce.
 We spoke about the CLEAN community annual report, and to bring a representative to meet with members of the Richmond city government.  Someone from CLEAN will come to speak with us at our next meeting on Oct. 16th (Scott Zimmerman will send us the revised annual report).

On one hand, it is an environmental initiative worthy of support.  On the other hand, we have a very limited amount of funding and no regular budget or source of future funds (now that Cans for Cash is over).  We also want to make sure we do not set a trend that would encourage other groups to come to us for money.  We don’t have the money to fund worthwhile environmental projects.  We can support the initiative on our webpage and in other ways (such as helping to get it on Waynet) but are not able to help fund it.  No funds were approved for this initiative.
